How much 
alike father and son look in these pictures. This is the only picture known to me of William Robert at this age 
(he would have been 32 years of age (Grace was 30 years of age)). My grandfather was their eldest living son 
John Routledge Pincombe and the only child to survive to adulthood. My mother Helen Louise (Pincombe) 
Blake was John Routledge Pincombe’s daughter.  
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Preface 

The need for charting was apparent back when I published the revised book updating James 
Sanders’ work. In retrospect I wish I had just made the decision not to publish since I found 
proofreading errors on my part after getting back into working again in September following 
my cataract surgeries. My intent in updating the book by James Sanders “The History of the 
Siderfin Family of West Somerset” was to prove my line back to the patriarch of the family 
John Siderfin of Luxborough, Somerset, England. I am satisfied that I have done so with the 
revision of James Sanders’ book.  

Of note, I do not follow the female Siderfin descendants lines to any great extent. My studies 
are primarily one-name studies as a member of the Guild of one-name Studies #4600 studying 
BLAKE and PINCOMBE (my parent’s surnames). Siderfin was one of my initial studies but a 
cousin living in England asked to do the study at the Guild and so I permitted him to pick up 
my Siderfin study around 2010. It became an unassigned study and I asked to publish my 
book in their library which they granted. 

The Charts within this book are created using Legacy Family Tree 9. The families, where they 
were large will often be displayed in parts (several charts one after the other), in order that 
they are legible. The Siderfin family is fascinating when you read some of the stories about 
them. Not because they were historically significant particularly but actually they were a small 
family who left an imprint in the area where they lived as do many others. As a family they 
have now circumvented the globe and live in many areas of the Commonwealth plus the 
United States and other countries. The order of the book from the fourth generation on follows 
the William-Line to the end, then the Robert-Line to the end, the Thomas-Line to the end 
follows with the Siderfin-Couch line as the last chart (all of them children of Robert 3 Siderfin 
(William 2, John 1)). 

I hope you will find this book helpful and I do anticipate as I have licensed it in the same 
manner as the revision of James Sanders original book on the Siderfin Family (The Siderfin 
Family of West Somerset, Elizabeth (Blake) Kipp, 20235) it can be updated whenever it suits. 
Updating is always important.  

The notes for each chart are not particularly footnoted (they are from my Legacy program) as 
one can have the text from the published book6 beside this document as one reads and it kept 
this book smaller. There is a footnote in the heading of each Chart and set of Notes that refers 
to the pertinent pages in the updated book. If I use double dating (old style/new style) it is 
usually for a will up to 1751 as the switch to the Gregorian Calendar from the Julian Calendar 
commenced 1 Jan 1752.

James Sanders extracted the Subsidy Rolls for Minehead in 1624, 1642 and 1673 with a Robert Syderfin found 
there each time and assessed in 1624 4 pounds, 10 shillings and 6 pence; in 1642 4 shillings and 12 pence and in 
1673 2 shillings and 6 pence. Taxes were very expensive in 1624 it would appear with a gradual decrease to 1673 
(or it is a different Robert Siderfin). This Robert was likely in Minehead in 1624 but the Robert in Minehead in 
1642 could have been his son Robert baptized in 1616 at Minehead (he would have been 28 years of age) since in 
1653 this Robert is living at Old Knowle, Somerset and referred to as Robert Siderfin the elder. Since his daughter 
Wilmot was to be married/or was married to Robert Frank, the document does not make that entirely clear but as a 
part of the marriage contract she was to receive property at Eastlynch which is rather interesting. Wilmot would 
be 39 years of age in 1653 and the actual time period referred to was fourteen years earlier (1644) when she 
would have been 25 years of age. Complaint was dismissed by the court in the name of J Farthings. All three 
children - Wilmot, Robert and John - are mentioned in the document along with Robert and his wife Ursula the 
parents of Wilmot, Robert, and John.

In my revision of James Sanders’ book I mention searching for birth, 
marriage or burial and limited it to 1637 +/- 10 years and I have repeated this as 1625 +/- 20 years with no luck on 
a marriage and still no burial going beyond 1645. Interesting really, perhaps Christian had an earlier marriage with 
Mary a daughter of that marriage but did not include the information in her will. The marriage lines for William 
marrying Christian do not mention if she was a spinster or a widow.

The actual documents with the land records DD/MAL/14/1 (Somerset Record Office) included the will, 
probate, and inventory (five images). I did transcribe the entire set of documents (90 lines in total). The 
will itself simply transferred property from Robert 6 Siderfin the elder to his son William 7 Siderfin along 
with any inventoried items that remained both moveable and immoveable in the property of this Robert 6 
Siderfin. He does not mention his other son Robert 7 (Robert 6, Robert 5, William 4, Robert 3, William 2, 
John 1) or his daughter Elizabeth 7 (Robert 6, Robert 5, William 4, Robert 3, William 2, John 1) in his 
will. He does not mention his wife in the will. Estimated that he would be around 57 years of age when he 
died. Neither a baptism nor a marriage were located for this Robert 6 Siderfin but his burial is likely the 
13 October 1688 at Selworthy. The land which was bequeathed to his son William 7 was in the Parish of 
Luxburough although this son lived at Minehead at least from the date of his marriage onward. There is a 
Robert Siderfin who witnessed the will and is mentioned in the Inventory along with William 7 Siderfin 
implying that they were brothers but not actually stating that. But the line is such that the implication 
appears to be reasonable. Just a little stronger proof than all the actual documents mentioning William 7 
Siderfin as a son of Robert 6 Siderfin the elder of East Linch and Timberscombe. (I estimate a birth year 
for this Robert circa late 1620s). Fortunately the land records show that Robert 5 Siderfin at East Linch 
and Timberscombe (Robert 5 son of William 4 and Christian) and his son Robert 6 were at East Linch and 
Timberscombe on the Protestation Returns 1641 (Robert 6 would have been a little young but sometimes 
children younger than 18 did sign the Return).

Enclosed in a red box in Figure 13 (page 81) in "The Siderfin Family of West Somerset" 2023 and 
published by Elizabeth (Blake) Kipp (a revision of the book originally written by James Sanders - History 
of the Siderfin Family of West Somerset, 1912) The John Siderfin is said to be the son of Robert 4 
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(Robert 3, William 2, John 1) and Priscilla Siderfin. The marriage lines for this Robert 4 (Robert 3, 
William 2, John 1) have his wife named Ursula Webber. According to the Minehead Parish Registers this 
couple baptized three children at Minehead namely Wilmot 1614, Robert 1616, and John 1619.

The actual documents with the land records DD/MAL/14/1 (Somerset Record Office) included the will, probate, 
and inventory (five images). I did transcribe the entire set of documents (90 lines in total). The will itself simply 
transferred property from Robert 6 Siderfin the elder to his son William 7 Siderfin along with any inventoried 
items that remained both moveable and immoveable in the property of this Robert 6 Siderfin. He does not 
mention his other son Robert 7 (Robert 6, Robert 5, William 4, Robert 3, William 2, John 1) or his daughter 
Elizabeth 7 (Robert 6, Robert 5, William 4, Robert 3, William 2, John 1) in his will. He does not mention his wife 
in the will. Estimated that he would be around 57 years of age when he died. Neither a baptism nor a marriage 
were located for this Robert 6 Siderfin but his burial is likely the 13 October 1688 at Selworthy. The land which 
was bequeathed to his son William 7 was in the Parish of Luxburough although this son lived at Minehead at least 
from the date of his marriage onward. There is a Robert Siderfin who witnessed the will and is mentioned in the 
Inventory along with William 7 Siderfin implying that they were brothers but not actually stating that. But the line 
is such that the implication appears to be reasonable. Just a little stronger proof than all the actual documents 
mentioning William 7 Siderfin as a son of Robert 6 Siderfin the elder of East Linch and Timberscombe. (I 
estimate a birth year for this Robert circa late 1620s). Fortunately the land records show that Robert 5 Siderfin at 
East Linch and Timberscombe (Robert 5 son of William 4 and Christian) and his son Robert 6 were at East Linch 
and Timberscombe on the Protestation Returns 1641 (Robert 6 would have been a little young but sometimes 
children younger than 18 did sign the Return).

Alice has left 
a will which may prove interesting as one of her sisters married into the Question family but it is not particularly 
helpful with the Siderfin family other than reinforcing that it was she who married Walter Siderfin (Alice Siderfin, 
National Archives UK PROB 11/942/259, dated 21 Nov 1768, probated 30 Sep 1768).42  

Walter Siderfin died 21 Mar 1731 and was buried at All Saints Selworthy. He is on the same brass as another 
Siderfin. The Brass reads: Here lyeth the body of Robert Siderfin son of Robert Siderfin Gent and Elizabeth his 
Wife Who departed this life the 20th day of Jan 1714 Aged 25 years. Here lyeth the body of Walter Siderfin who 
departed This Life the 21st day of Mar 1731 Aged 40 years. Why are they on the same brass? is the question that 
comes to my mind. Are Walter and Robert brothers? The answer does appear to be yes but the brass has Robert 
as the son of Robert and Elizabeth Siderfin. The Robert Siderfin who died in 1714 and was living at East Lynch 
and his brother Walter (according to James Sanders) who lived at Timberscombe are occupying land known to be 
in the possession of the William Line principally Robert 5 (William 4, Robert 3, William 2, John 1) as late as 1662. 
Hence I did place these sons into the William 4 line.

All the rest residue and remainder of my said 
leasehold tenements or estates and all other goods, etc., etc., unto Edmund Cording, the younger (son of 
aforesaid Ed Cording) to and for his own proper use for ever. And I do make him, the said Ed Cording the ye sole 
Executor. Will dated 7th January, 1729. 

Mary, in the will abstract above, mentions that her husband has a granddaughter Joane. At Wootton Courtney 
there are two baptisms for parents John Siderfin junior and Joan (unknown). These two children belong to John 8 
(John 7, John 6, Robert 5, William 4, Robert 3, William 2, John 1) whose existence in the Wootton Courtney 
Parish Registers and the mention in the will of his step mother have resulted in his being added as a child of John 
7 (John 6, Robert 5, William 4, Robert 3, William 2, John 1) and his wife Mary (Chapman) Siderfin. I postulate that 
John 7 Siderfin married to Mary Chapman had an older son named John (John and Mary were married in 1683 
and Robert their son was born in 1688) who married and had two daughters (mother Joan) although no further 
record is found for this other than the baptisms of the two children at Wootton Courtney) and. John except for the 
mention of his daughter Joane Siderfin in his step-mother's will. Basically, looking at Figure 15 in the revised 
Siderfin Book (page 95), the line attached to John 7 (in the square red box) is incorrect and belongs to Robert 7 
his first cousin (refer back to Chart 6 and Chart 7 in this book where the descendants of Robert 6 and Robert 7 
are illustrated and discussed).

The second son of William 4 was William 5 who, according to land records, had a son 
Thomas (also identified in his grandmother’s will (Christian (Webber) Siderfin) but again no further information 
on Thomas other than the land records. The next Chart will look at the third son of William 4 namely Thomas 5. Of 
the three named daughters Mary has been discussed as the widow of Gydles living at Dunster with her four 
children, Ursula (Wilmot) I was unable to find further information other than what James Sanders provided on his 
chart and I have retained that and Christian who died as an infant.

That leaves John 7 (son of John 6) first 
cousin to Robert 7 son of Robert 6 (Robert 5, William 4, Robert 3, William 2, John 1) as the husband of Maria Winter and a tanner 
and the property at Timberscombe and East Lynch with first cousin Robert as shown on the various subsidies/returns. The mention 
of a granddaughter to Maria (Winter) Siderfin's husband John is interesting (bolded in the text of the will abstract above).

General Notes: Listed in the will of his father, Robert Siderfin, PCC Will PROB 11/153/93, dated 19 Aug 1627 and 
probated 31 Jan 1627/28. Although James Sanders lists him as buried in 1636 he and his wife Ursula (Webber) 
Siderfin appear in a 12 Oct 1653 Answer Document. 

James Sanders also extracted the Subsidy Rolls for Minehead in 1624, 1642 and 1673 with a Robert Syderfin 
found in Minehead each time and assessed in 1624 4 pounds, 10 shillings and 6 pence; in 1642 4 shillings and 12 
pence and in 1673 2 shillings and 6 pence. Taxes were very expensive in 1624 it would appear with a gradual 
decrease to 1673. This Robert was likely in Minehead in 1624 but the Robert in Minehead in 1642 could have 
been his son Robert baptized in 1616 at Minehead (he would have been 28 years of age) since in 1653 this 
Robert is living at Old Knowle, Somerset and referred to as Robert Siderfin the elder. Since his daughter Wilmot 
was to be married/or was married to Robert Franke, the document does not make that entirely clear but as a part 
of the marriage contract she was to receive property at Eastlynch which is rather interesting. Since this Wilmot 
would be 39 years of age in 1653 and the actual time period referred to was fourteen years earlier (1644) when 
she would have been 25 years of age. Complaint was dismissed by the court in the name of J Farthings. All three 
children - Wilmot, Robert and John - are mentioned in the document along with Robert and his wife Ursula the 
parents of Wilmot, Robert, and John.

Of note the only John found in the 
Parish Registers reviewed in the areas in which the Siderfin family lived thus far living and old enough in 1642 to 
sign the Protestation Returns is the son of Robert 4 (Robert 3, William 2, John 1) in the Robert-Line and he would 
be 22-23 years of age at that time. 

As a younger son he may have been afforded a cottage to live in during his lifetime. His father was (Robert 4 
(Robert 3, William 2, John 1) and he lived at Old Knowle). I have not been able to identify a marriage for John 5 
Siderfin and Thomasin (unknown). John 5 (Robert 4, Robert 3, William 2, John 1) was the younger son of Robert 
4. This line does become schoolmasters in the generations to follow at Selworthy. John 5's grandson Augustine 7 
Siderfin (Robert 6, John 5, Robert 4, Robert 3, William 2, John 1) had a title to the property called Lower Knowle 
in Tivington mentioned in his will in 1762. The Archives of the United Kingdom does not reveal any property 
interactions for a John Siderfin in this time period. Thomasine, the mother of Robert 6 Siderfin (mentioned in her 
will) (John 5, Robert 4, Robert 3, William 2, John 1) married to Elizabeth Question, was buried at Wootton 
Courtney 11 Aug 1709. Robert 6 would have been 51 years of age at that time. 

John married Thomasin [Siderfin] I postulated52 (Robert 6 was said to be a son of Thomasin by her will). Thomasin 
was buried on 11 Aug 1709 in Wootton Courtney, Somerset, England. The Answer Document reinforces this idea that 
John married Thomasin in that he is on the document and not his older brother Robert who was now 37 years of age 
and does not appear to have married and hence does not have any children. Also Robert lived at Minehead and John 
remained in Selworthy as far as can be determined.

I had not thought until now to 
question James Sanders naming Ann (Hinde) Siderfin as the mother of Anne [Christina] Siderfin but the dates do not work 
well.
